“The most recent exampl of one of these projects, which was undertaken to pro-
tect the monarch butterfly, was the planting of a butterfly garden at town hall by
Brownie Troop 914 in May, 2017. The troop then brightened up the appearance
ofthe garden by painting and placing stepping stones in the summer of 2018. Th
garden i tucked away in the back comer of the town hall property, not very vis-
ible from the parking lot.
